RESOLUTION OF THE CLEVELAND PARK CITIZENS ASSOCIATION ON JELLEFF BOYS’ AND GIRLS’ CLUB

Adopted on 

September 15, 2007


WHEREAS the Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs of Greater Washington Board of Directors has decided to close the Jelleff Boys’ and Girls; Club located in Ward 2 and the Eastern Branch Boys and Girls Club in order to sell the properties; and 


WHEREAS the Board of Jelleff Boys’ and Girls’ Club is protesting the decision by citing, in part, the contribution that this club has offered for decades to youth from all parts of 

northwest Washington; and 


WHEREAS this club has provided opportunities for youth from all parts of the District to find common ground through sports; and 


WHEREAS this club is self-sustaining and thus, not a financial drain on any other Boys and Girls Club in the city; and 


WHEREAS the stated mission of the Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs of Greater Washington is to help boys and girls of all backgrounds, especially those who need us most, build confidence, develop character and acquire the skills needed to become productive, civic-minded, responsible adults; and 


WHEREAS this mission is achieved daily at Jelleff Boys and Girls Club; and 


WHEREAS the District Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) has determined that there are service gaps in 5 neighborhoods in the District, including two in Ward 3, and that there should be more recreation centers and pools in this part of the city; and 


WHEREAS of the 7 active DPR parks in Ward 3 only one is listed in good condition by DPR and 5 are in poor condition; and 


WHEREAS the revised Comprehensive Plan for the District of Columbia states that the city should support development of non-profit facilities, such as the Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs, to meet the recreation needs of District residents and complement the facilities provided by the District; and 


WHEREAS Jelleff is providing baseball, soccer, and lacrosse fields, basketball courts, and an outdoor swimming pool and thus, is a significant venue for youth sports activities that are not available in other parts of Northwest Washington: 


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that The Cleveland Park Citizens Association (CPCA) supports the efforts of the Board of Jelleff Boys and Girls Club to reverse the decision of the Board of the Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs of Greater Washington; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that CPCA urges the Mayor and Council of the District of Columbia to take steps that are appropriate and necessary to ensure the continuation of the Jelleff Boys’ and Girls’ Club and the Eastern Branch Boys and Girls Club; 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the president or his designee is authorized to represent the Commission on this matter.
