2010 Election

Schedule and Venue

The election meeting will be held on Saturday, June 5th, at the Cleveland Park Congregational Church at Lowell and 34th Streets.  It will be convened promptly at 10:00 a.m.  Members will not need to be checked in before the beginning of the meeting.
Order of the Meeting/Election Procedures
Following the reading and acceptance of any minutes, the election will begin promptly.  The president will ask the chair of the Nominating Committee to read the names of candidates previously brought forward and announced by the Committee at the May 11th meeting, and subsequently reported in a mailing to all members.  Following the reading of that list, the president will call for nominations from the floor for all officer and for delegate positions.  (Nominees must be present or otherwise provide notice to the Election Committee of their willingness to serve if elected.)  As soon as no further nominations are offered, nominations will be closed, and the president will turn over presiding responsibilities to the chair of the Election Committee (or the Committee’s designee) for the conduct of the election.    

Nominees will then be given an opportunity to introduce themselves to the assembled members and may entertain questions.  For uncontested positions, nominees may have three minutes for these purposes.  For any contested position, nominees may have ten minutes.  The presiding Election Committee official will, to the extent possible, call upon any questioners in the order in which they registered their desire to speak.  
If there have been no nominations from the floor to contest those nominees announced and reported by the Nominations Committee, and no contest emerges for candidates for delegate positions nominated from the floor at the election meeting, the president will entertain a motion from the floor to accept all nominees by acclamation.  Should there be one or more contested positions as a result of floor nominations, balloting will become necessary.
If balloting does become necessary, all members will need to be checked in by election officials to receive a ballot.  Ballots may be cast as soon as they are received by the member.  The opportunity to check in and cast a ballot will remain available until 4:00 p.m. that afternoon (June 5th).  That is, if there is a contested position, all CPCA members may arrive at the Congregational Church at any time between the start of the election and 4:00 p.m. and vote.  Votes will not be tallied until after balloting closes.  
If members do not plan to attend the 10:00 a.m. meeting, but may wish to cast a ballot later in the day, they are advised to call (202) 236-4771 and/or check the CPCA web site (www.clevelandparkisus.org) to assure themselves that, in fact, the election is ongoing since it might well have been completed by acclamation earlier in the day (a fact which also will have been announced on the CPCA listserv).  
If balloting through 4:00 p.m. does need to have taken place, the votes will then be tallied and announced on the CPCA website and through the CPCA Listserv.  Nominees for an office will have been invited to observe the vote counting and ballots will be available for inspection.
