As you probably know, since last fall the CPCA has been planning a first-ever

CPCA Member Survey, under Barry Winer's leadership. Its purpose has been to

understand the CPCA membership and its preferences in order to inform the

organization's priorities and activities. To run such an effort in the most

transparent, inclusive, and useful manner possible, we were developing the

survey's objectives and evolving the plan at most member meetings, in our

monthly mailings, with regular posts to this CPCA listserv, and at a special

survey-specific meeting in early January. Ten members then came together as a

survey team to begin designing the survey and used on and offline means to

accomplish quite a bit in a short time. We're proud of how that process

unfolded.
