Pedestrian Safety on Connecticut Avenue: The $1.5 Million Dollar Question
On April 13 from 7-9 PM, the Cleveland Park Citizens Association (CPCA) is hosting a community meeting with the Connecticut Avenue Coalition Committee (CCC) and the D.C. Department of Transportation (DDoT). The meeting will focus on how $1.5 million should be used to improve pedestrian safety, use and enjoyment on Connecticut Avenue between Macomb and Porter Streets. The entire $1.5 must be obligated this fiscal year.  

During the past several weeks, more than 50 people responded to requests from the CPCA, the ANC3C and the Cleveland Park Business Association (CPBA) for the Cleveland Park community to identify concerns and observations regarding pedestrian use. DDoT officials will come to our April 13 meeting with options for solutions to these concerns as well as each solution’s corresponding price tag. Of course $1.5 million is not enough to solve all the problems.  That’s why we have to let DDoT know what’s most important to us.
