Meeting of Executive Committee

March 30, 2010

The Executive Committee of the Cleveland Park Citizens Association met at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 30, 2010.  Present were: Susie Taylor, 1st Vice President; Barry Winer, 2nd Vice President; Ann Hamilton, Recording Secretary; David Isaacs, Assistant Recording Secretary, Ruth Caplan, Corresponding Secretary; Clark Madigan, Treasurer; and George Idelson, Past President.  John Chelen, President, was absent.
Nominating Committee. It was agreed that Ana Evans should be elected Chair of the Nominating Committee, subject to her agreement, and that Margie Siegel and Pam Korbel should be the other two members of the Committee, subject to Ana’s agreement and theirs, this decision to be formally voted on at the next meeting.
April 13th Membership Meeting.  Susie described the consultation process that had taken place to assess community views on priorities for pedestrian safety initiatives on Connecticut Ave., between Macomb and Porter Streets, for which DDOT had a budget allocation of $1.5 M.  She said that some 50 responses had been received, and these had been itemized by subject, separating those that are DDOT’s responsibility in any event from potential new initiatives.  The purpose of the April 13 meeting with DDOT is to solicit community input on these new initiatives.   It was agreed that the April 13 meeting should begin 30 minutes earlier than planned (i.e., at 6:30 p.m.) with a business meeting, at which new business would be taken up.
Mission Statement.  It was agreed that the Mission Statement is foundational, and is easily separable from the rest of the Articles of Incorporation (Constitution) and Bylaws.  Since a revised Mission Statement had been unanimously adopted subject to clarification of next steps, it was agreed that we should move forward to make it official by a vote of the members.  It was further agreed that this decision, including the text of the revised Mission Statement, be communicated to Tina Tummonds and John Korbel, who had worked effectively on this subject on behalf of the Governance Committee.  
Election Issues.  It was agreed that the key issue of concern to some members is not a possible “membership directory”, but whether and how the entire membership list would be made available to announced or nominated candidates.  Since this question involves disagreement about the interpretation of the DC Code, and since prospective candidates have requested access to the membership list for use in campaigning, while others have raised privacy concerns, it was agreed that we should seek feedback from the members.  It was also agreed that a questionnaire on a “membership directory” should be deferred to the fall.  George stressed the need for an election committee to design procedures around this and other matters, including whether there should be a Candidates’ Forum before the election.

Budget.  It was noted that a formal budget would be required at the annual meeting in June.  Since there are adequate funds available now, it was formally agreed that CPCA would indicate its support for the work of the Connecticut Ave. Pedestrian Association by providing $100 in response to their request. It was also agreed that Susie could spend up to $400 on materials and supplies for April 13th membership meeting on DDOT funding for Connecticut Ave.
