ANNUAL MEETING

June 5, 2010

The annual meeting of the Cleveland Park Citizens Association (CPCA) was convened at the Cleveland Park Congregational Church on Saturday, June 5, 2010, as required by the Bylaws.  An estimated 30 people were present.
John Chelen, outgoing President, called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.  He thanked the Association for the wonderful experience of having been its President for the previous nine months, noting that they had been “the longest of times and the shortest of times” and outlining the things he hoped could be accomplished over the next year.  His service was rewarded with a round of applause.
At his request, Ana Evans reported on the process of the Nominating Committee and Mark Rosenman reported on the procedures adopted by the Election Committee.  Rosenman then introduced the nominees proposed by the Nominating Committee and opened the meeting to nominations from the floor.

There having been no nominations from the floor for the officer positions, Ann Hamilton nominated as delegates to the D.C. Federation of Citizens Associations:  George Idelson, Peter Espenschied, and Ruth Caplan, all of whom were present and accepted the nomination.  Ruth Caplan nominated as delegates to the Federation of D.C. Civic Associations: Susie Taylor (who serves ex officio) and Jeff Davis.  Peter Espenschied nominated as delegates to the Federation of D.C. Civic Associations: Gregory New and Carol Phelps, noting that both would almost certainly be willing to continue to serve.
John Chelen suggested that each nominee should have an opportunity to make a brief statement, describing his/her background and vision for the future.  He explained that Susie Taylor was sadly unable to be present.  Statements were made by Caplan, Davis, Korbel, Massey, Madigan, and Espenschied.  George Idelson thanked Ana Evans for developing such a fine list of officer candidates and Mark Rosenman for his work in organizing the elections, which was acknowledged with a round of applause.  Idelson also thanked John Chelen for serving as President and for the prodigious amount of work he had put into the job.
The nominated officers and delegates were uncontested, and a motion to accept all nominations by acclamation was seconded and passed unanimously.

John Chelen asked if there was any new business.  Evelyn Idelson described the unfortunate situation of five people being fired at the Cleveland Park Library, and urged that members seek further information.  Chelen said the Executive Committee was aware of the situation and he had been in touch with Jill Bogard, President of the Friends of the Cleveland Park Library, about next steps.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30 a.m.
