Dear CPCA Members, 
Thanks to the work of CPCA’s Connecticut Ave. Coalition Committee, we have a unique opportunity at our April meeting to improve pedestrian safety on Connecticut Avenue between Macomb and Porter streets. We will meet with the D.C. Department of Transportation (DDOT) to tell them how the community wants to spend the $1.5 million available to improve pedestrian safety and accessibility on this vital commercial strip. The money must be obligated this fiscal year!

DDOT officials will come to our April 13 meeting with dollar costs for the suggestions that were solicited from the Cleveland Park community by CPCA, ANC 3C, and the Connecticut Avenue Business Association.  (See enclosed report on community input.)  Of course $1.5 million is not enough to solve all the problems.  That’s why we have to let DDOT know what’s most important to us.

How do you and your neighbors want the DDOT dollars spent?  What are the most cost-effective ways to improve pedestrian safety? When has a city agency ever asked you such questions? This is a meeting you will not want to miss! 

And note that we are trying an innovation this month – a business meeting that will start 30 minutes ahead of the regular meeting.  Please note new start time if you want to attend the business meeting.
